     This is a celebration & fundraiser for the Historic Toledo Lighthouse built in 1904.   The Toledo Lighthouse is located about five miles off the shores of Maumee Bay State Park and is visible from shore on most days.  The Lighthouse marks  the Toledo shipping channel where boats are guided  from Lake Erie thru Maumee Bay to the Maumee River.  The six story 4000 square foot buff brick Romanesque lighthouse design includes a steel roof built like a ship’s  upside down hull.   The phantom of the Toledo Lighthouse is located in the third story window. A screen writer is working on finalizing a movie at the lighthouse. 

    Festival funds and grants help with lighthouse restoration and access.  Funds raised brought the  original Toledo Lighthouse Fresnel Lens close to home and is located  in the lobby of Maumee Bay State Park.   In 2006 the Toledo Lighthouse  Society took ownership of the Lighthouse.  The Duket Architectural firm  is preparing plans and specification for lighthouse restoration.  We need your help to continue the progress to preserve and restore the Toledo Lighthouse.
